Bevis Hall, originally constructed in 1967 – 

1969 and located on the OSU main campus, 

houses the Biomedical Engineering, Business 

Operations, Center for Molecular Neurobiology, 

National Regulatory Research Institute, and 

Transportation and Parking Services.  The roof 

drain at Bevis Hall was leaking around the 

edge of the 3 inch cast iron pipe going through 

the roof into the room below it.  Replacement 

of the pipe would have been very costly and 

disruptive to the campus operations housed in 

the Hall due to classes already being in 

session.
