History 

Volunteers of America was founded in 1896 by social reformers 

Ballington and Maud Booth.

Problem/Issue 

The Indiana chapter of Volunteers of America contacted a Flow-Liner® Installer 

regarding a 4 inch cast iron sanitary sewer pipe that was cracked with corrosion 

and scale build-up that was causing the line to back-up.  The pipe was located 

under the concrete foundation of the building.  The facility is a residential facility 

that houses homeless veterans 24/7, therefore, digging and replacement was not 

an option.   

Solution 

Using Flow-Liner® technology, a Flow-Liner Certified Installer prepared and 

installed the Flow-Liner® Cured-in-Place Pipe Lining System and reinstated one 

tap using a robotic cutter.
